| read an article this week in a Christian magazine that | believe is a
serious wake-up call to Christian Parents and to all Christians.

The article was titled, “U. S. Textbooks Distort Truth, Promote Islam.”
The article appeared in the latest issue of “Israel, My Glory” maga-
zine published by a highly respected Christian ministry called “The
Friends of Israel Gospel Ministry Inc.” | read the article with in-
tense interest and not a little chagrin. The article reported the
results of a five-year study of 28 textbooks that are presently being
used in the U. S. Public Education System. The study found a num-
ber of very disturbing things about which every American Christian
will want to be aware. The study found that Islam is generally pre-
sented in a very favorable fashion and that Christianity and Judaism
are generally presented in a negative light or as mere belief sys-
tems with little credibility.

The texts teach that Israel put Palestinian Ar-
abs in refugee camps while the truth is that the Arab Nations
themselves are the ones who have created Palestinian Refugee
Camps. The texts teach also that the US and Israel are the ones
that are responsible for Muslim Terrorism, including the attacks on
9-11. In addition, the same glossary in one of the textbooks
teaches as a fact that the Quran, the holy book of Islam, was re-
ceived by Muhammad as a direct revelation from God. But the
same glossary states that the Ten Commandments were moral
laws that Moses “CLAIMED” to have received from the Hebrew
God Yahweh. This is unconscionable. This is a pack of intentional
lies that are being taught to our children on a regular basis in the
public school classrooms of American children.
