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SENIOR PASTOR INFO

| was alerted by Dave Anderson to a very chilling article that
appeared in the Jerusalem Post late last week. The main force of
the article was to detail and describe the “policy” of the Obama
Administration toward the Nation of Israel. Among the many
things noted in the article were already public statements that
have been made by various “higher ups” in the Obama Admini-
stration, including Vice President Joe Biden. Many of these state-
ments proclaim a very clear and unified message to the world and
to the State of Israel that the USA no longer supports Israel’s right
for self-determination and that it is the intention of the Obama Admini-
stration to force Israel to accept a new plan being formulated by the
“Quartet” (US, EU, UN, Russia).
